How are IB Students Graded & Assessed?How are IB Students Graded & Assessed?

Assessment is a key difference between IB and traditional Assessment is a key difference between IB and traditional 
high school and AP programs. Rather than grading with  high school and AP programs. Rather than grading with  
final exams and peer comparison, IB grading focuses on final exams and peer comparison, IB grading focuses on 
each student’s performance measured against recognized each student’s performance measured against recognized 
criteria based on the aims and objectives of the subject. criteria based on the aims and objectives of the subject. 
Students are evaluated over the programme through multi-Students are evaluated over the programme through multi-
ple modes of assessment, including oral, written, and group ple modes of assessment, including oral, written, and group 
projects, that make up the final grade – not final exams. projects, that make up the final grade – not final exams.

College Outlook
The acceptance rate of IB students into Ivy 
League universities is up to 18% higher than 
the total population acceptance rate. The gap is 
even more significant for top-ranked universities 
outside of the Ivy League, where it is 22% higher, 
on average.
